Commissioner Sherrin requested a future agenda item for the Commission to receive a
presentation on how architectural details (i.e., wrought iron security gates) be preserved with
possible conflicts with adopted city codes.

Chair Davis and Commissioner Lage requested staff explore the possibility of a joint meeting
with City Council.
