Install improved wayfinding signage to make it more eye catching and directional.
Implement improvements discussed in the presentation to make 2"? Street a
destination area that will attract more visitors.

Beautify the area around the Scottsdale Museum of Contemporary Art to make it more
user-friendly and engaging.

Increase awareness related to available parking and amenities on 2"¢ Street.

Develop strategic areas with more parking spots and eliminate small parking lots and
develop them into parks or retail space.

Focus on the use of space that is judicious and beneficial.

Locate ride share drop off sites at convenient locations on every block or every other
block to eliminate congestion.

Conduct public outreach related to this proposal.
